RBAW Report

Recreational Boating Association
of Washington (RBAW) encour-
ages boaters to claim their Fuel
Tax Refunds from the State De-
partment of Revenue. In 2007
you can claim $.17 per gallon for
gas purchased for use in your
boat. Go to www.dol.wa.gov and
select:

cess, call the Department of Li-
censing (360) 664-1838. All you
have to do is save your receipts
(up to 13 months) and send them
for the refund. The minimum re-
quirement is 65 gallons during the
year.

House Bill 1651 is advancing
through the legislature now. Its
passage will dedicate a portion of
the boat excise tax to marine re-
lated activities throughout the
State. Currently this money goes
into the General Fund. If it
passes, nearly $17,000,000 would
return to boating interests for a
variety of purposes from im-
proved law enforcement to marine
park maintenance.

Boater Education Certificates
are now available through the
parks department for $10.00, a
one time fee. All boaters 12 years
of age operating a boat powered
by 15 horsepower engine or lar-
ger, must have a BEC card. Boat-
ers born before January 1, 1955
are exempt and do not require a
BEC card. Review this safety
program by visiting the Washing-
ton State Parks Department at
www.parks.wa.gov/boating.asp.
