The end of the windy, wet winter season and the start of the glorious
spring, summer and fall seasons is marked by the return of the Etchells
to Port Ludlow Bay. Almost every Thursday afternoon, from March
though October, these 30 foot sailboats can be seen enjoying our local
waters. The Etchells is a one-design racer, as well as an enjoyable day-
sailer. The boat is sailed by a crew of two to four people. The normal
start/finish line is located off Burner Point (a great place for spectators
to view the action). Three to six mile courses are set to use the full
length of Port Ludlow Bay. A typical course will include a windward
leg that has the boats tacking back and forth for both strategic and tacti-
cal advantages. Then there is a downwind sail with the colorful spinna-
kers set. Again the crews look to take best advantage of the breeze be-
fore a final upwind sail to the finish.
