Cold Water Shock 

Cold water shock is thought to 

cause more deaths than hypother-

mia. Be aware of the dangers of 

sudden, unexpected immersion in 

water below 60 degrees F. Even 

strong swimmers experience rapid 

exhaustion from cold shock.  

The sudden exposure to the cold 

water could make you gasp for 

breath, swallow water and choke. 

You could also experience breath-

ing difficulties, muscle spasms, a 

rise in your heart rate and blood 

pressure, and a heart attack or 

stroke. If you fall in cold water, it 

will be crucial for you to conserve 

energy and body heat. Struggling 

to stay afloat will tire you and 

cause you to lose valuable energy.  

Wearing a PFD could save your 

life by keeping you afloat while 

you gain control of breathing and 

prevent drowning from loss of 

muscle control. Expect the unex-

pected and wear your PFD at all 

times. Once you're in the water, it 

may be too late.

Nautical Expressions 

The whole nine yards: a yard is a sail 

spar. On a schooner there were three 

yards per mast, and three masts, nine 

yards, meaning all sails are flying. 

Freeze the balls off a brass monkey:  

cannon balls were stored in a brass 

frame called a monkey. In cold weather 

the frame would freeze, contract and 

spill the cannon balls. 

Pipe Down:  the Pipe Down was the last 

signal from the bosunôs pipe each day, 

which meant lights out and silence. 

Loose cannon:  in a storm, a gun that 

broke free of its lashings would create 

havoc on deck.  

By and Large: by means into the wind 

and large means with the wind, as in by 

and large, the ship handled very well. 

Slush Fund: a slushy slurry of fat was 

gotten by boiling or scraping the empty 

salted meat storage barrels.  This slush 

was sold ashore by the shipôs cook for 

his and the crewôs benefit with the 

money so derived being called the slush 

fund.
