Crossing the Border -- 2008
by Gordon Fountain, RBAW Delegate

It is time to think about getting the Customs documents you need when
crossing the border between Canada and the United States. This infor-
mation will help clarify the alternatives:

1-68 is used to return to the United States and is available for 2008, con-
trary to previous information. Contact Inspector Jeff Vella, Customs
and Border Protection (CBP) in Port Townsend at 360-385-7733 to ap-
ply and schedule a personal interview. 1-68 is valid for one year from
the date of issuance and is renewable into the foreseeable future.

As noted in the February Jib SheetCBP officials will be at the Port
Ludlow Marina Pavilion at 10 a.m. on Tuesday, May 6 to process those
who have already completed their applications and mailed them to
Mike Platt as instructed in the February Jib Sheetrticle.

CANPASS is issued by Canadian Customs to expedite entry into Can-
ada. It is valid for one year and often used in conjunction with I-68.
Call Border Information Service at 1-800-461-9999 for details.

Nexus combines the capabilities of [-68 and CANPASS, and is valid
for five years from the date of issuance. It applies to both vessels and
vehicles. You can apply via mail or online, and a personal interview
with Customs officials is mandatory. Plan ahead since the process may
take up to 3 months to complete. For more information, log onto Nexus
at www.getnexus.com or call 800-842-7647 or 866-521-9454.

[-68 and Nexus establish Boater Registration or BR numbers. Everyone
on the vessel must have a BR number in order for the skipper to phone

customs for clearance instead of appearing in person at the customs
dock.

CBP may require passports in addition to special forms at points of en-
try, so keep them on-board. Call CBP before departing on a cruise to be
sure you are following the current rules and everyone on board has
proper documentation.

Beginning January 31, 2008 boaters who are 19 years and older enter-
ing the U.S. must possess for presentation a passport, Nexus (boat), En-
hanced Drivers License or a government issued photo ID (i.e. drivers
license) along with proof of citizenship such as a birth certificate, natu-
ralization papers or other approved documents listed on the CBP web-
site. Verbal claims of citizenship and identity are not accepted.
