With the July Long Cruise and the September Comi
the border crossing process easier. The best solution is to have a Nexus which combines the capabilities of
1-68 and the CANPASS. It costs $50 per person but is good for five years. Because the process is qt
lengthy, it may be too late to begin for this season. If you want to try, you can go online at www.getnexus.co
or call 8008427647 or 866621-9454. The quicker solution is to get af8 for $16 per person. This can be
done at either Port Ludlow or Port Townsend and is good for one year. Either of these allows a return to t
U.S. from Canada reporting by phone rather than stopping at a U.S. Customs Port of Entry. Crossing to Ci
ada can be simplified with a CANPASS. You can apply for this by calling Border Information Service at 800
461-9999. The CANPASS allows reporting by phone when entering Canada, but you usually have to tie up
a Canadian Port of Entry for ten minutes in case they want to board your boat.

Customs officers from Port Townsend will be at the Port Ludlow Marina at 10 a.m. on Tuesday, May 6 to is
sue 168s to those who have been preapproved. Preapproval requires completion of a biographical backgrot
form, purchase of a Customs decal for your boat, proof of your identity, a passport picture, and your boat re
istration. The biographical background form will include your boat registration number, your current Custom
decal number and proof of identitya passport number or birth certificate. The biographical background
forms must be turned in to me by April 29. | will take them to the Port Townsend Customs office where the
will do a background check prior to coming to Port Ludlow to issue-68s.

One potential problem in getting yow68 on May 6 is the Customs decal. If you had one last year, they
probably sent a renewal to you. If not, you need to get an application online, fill it out, and fax H284412
3541 or complete the process online by going to www.cpb.gov, click on Travel, click on User Fee Decal ar
Transponders, and click on Apply Online for Decals in the right column. This will cost $27.50 and may take
while, so start the process as soon as possible.

At the 2007 Wrap Party in November, members were asked to complete a survey to more clearly define t
clubdés interests concerning future cruises. of t
couples completing the survey jointly. The results are very interesting and say a lot about the members w
cruise with the club.

The average member completing the survey has cruised with the club 5.6 years and participated in 2.6 cruli
in 2007; 59 percent have helped direct at | east
what they thought about cruising!

For theirFavorite Cruise Destination70 percent listed Canada with the Gulf Islands as the preferred Cana-
dian destination. Sixteen percent indicated the San Juans were their destination of choice, and 8 percent i
Mid-Sound as their favorite.

For Cruise Duration 68 percent wanted cruises similar to the current duration, 14 percent wanted longe
cruises, and 5 percent wanted shorter cruises.

For Cruise Location Changes68 percent wanted to move every other day, 23 percent wanted a mixture of
every other day and every day, and 3 percent wanted every third day.

For Cruise Distances43 percent wanted to travel 24nm or less between destinations, 35 percent wanted
travel 40nm or less between destinations, and 8 percent wanted to travel more than 40nm between destinati
(Note: This creates a dilemma since most respondents prefer to cruise north, which requires a run of more tl
24nm simply to get into the San Juans and then more miles on to the Gulf Islands and Canada.)

For Cruise Organization Based on Boat SpeetV percent wanted all speeds together, 30 percent wanted a
mixture of slow and fast separate and together, and 11 percent wanted slow and fast separated. (Note:

combination of cruise speeds creates a logistical issue for cruise directors trying to coordinate fast and sl

boats arriving at destinations together or at different times. It may be difficult to find cruise directors willing tc
handle this complexity; we still need directors for the current relatively uncomplicated cruise schedule.)

Concerning theNumber of Cruisers 30 percent wanted cruises together but separate where appropriate i
numbers become a problem, 16 percent wanted two groups with the same itinerary but on different days,
percent wanted two groups with different destinations, and 8 percent wanted to limit the number of cruisel
(Note: This is the biggest issue facing us in the near future. Each year our cruises attract more members, wi
is certainly a good sign. The reality is that the most preferred method of dealing with this problem require
more cruise directors, the same dilemma mentioned above.)

For Number of Cruises68 percent wanted the current number, 19 percent wanted more, and 5 percent wante
fewer cruises.

As to Anchoring Out Vs. Marinas marinas were preferred for PLYC cruises by a significant margin, rather
distantly followed by mooring buoys and anchoring out in that order. One of the comments | hear from crui:
ers is that they want more anchoring opportunities, but this survey did not support that. | think anchoring o
portunities are needed on some cruises with an alternative available for those wanting a marina.

For Dining Choices on Cruisesthere was a tie between group potlucks and group barbecues, followed by
meals on your own and restaurant meals under $25. The big loser was fine dining or meals at a restaurant
$40 or more.

So there you have it, the wisdom of the 2007 Wrap Party attendees.
