Tides and Currents

We returned from Kingston at the end of a wonderful June Cruise riding a 3 knot fair current.
My little 7 knot boat was doing 9 all the way and 10 around RémPoint. We passed a

ketch which was using neither engine power nor wind power. With his dinghy deployed
astern to keep him pointing north he was simply riding up the Sound on the current; a goo
adaptationtothe cosf-f uel probl em. Timing is the key

In our cruise planning, the current is quite predictable but the wind less so. Their interactior
is important in the resulting sea state. For example, planning a leg from Point Wilson to Vic-
toria the course is northwest. You might save time and fuel by riding an ebb tide (current).
However, if the wind is from the west or northwest, opposing the current, the seas will consist of closel
spaced sharp waves and the ride will be rough. How well you, your passengers and your boat tolerate ro
seas will determine whether you should ride the ebb or wait for the flood, which will be slower but calmer
You APay your money and take your chances. 0
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Local knowledge teaches that a strong current in the middle of the channel is frequently accompanied by a
verse current in the bays along the Sound so that hugging the beach will allow you to make speed against
prevailing current. Another useful rule of thumb is that if you wish to pass through a shallow area, do so at tv
-thirds of high tide. This gives you fairly good depth; then, if you should get stuck in the sand, you still hav
onethird of the high tide to float you off.

Sail Captainbs Report
By Doug Pulling

The early racing season wound down on the second day of summer with a whimper nee
Quimper. The sailing gods bartered warmer air for still, and a race that had some promis
at the start on the Etchells line in Ludlow Bay soon saw contestants scattered askew i
Oak Bay, subsisting on wisps and waiting for the steady breeze that never came. Thi
race, designed to combine Etchells contestants with the PHRF, at first appeared to be ¢
endurance struggle betweteta and Rush locked in a tight race for leadership in the
Etchells series. While these along wBhnanasand Libertarian struggled to keep from
being pushed up the Port Townsend canal as they approached the mark at Kinney Poir
Lightning broke loose from a duel on the outside withchkaand gained the mark first,
followed by Rushand Keta. Faced with a fouhour limit, others quit the race before

making the mark. A breeze filling in from the north gave the leaders going downwind
brief hope they would finish the race. But it died. Stuck in a calm before reaching Colvos Rocks, and with tf
race limit only 15 minutes away, these, too, abandoned the course.

Captain George Vancouver must have had a good reason for calling the promontory separating Hood Ca
from Puget Sound Foulweather Bluff. But in our PHRF races, this place has been a recurring source of mist
for sailors not for its violent weather, but for the light air and strong current that linger there. This conditior
figured into two races run during the last weekend of May. The first was on May 31, when the annual C&
Yachts Rendezvous was gathered at Port Ludlow. Our guests from this club were invited to race with us; \

The Bluff was the first mark for the Jack & Jill race run the next day in chilly, light air from the northeast.

For the rest of the course to Kingston we were treated to the assorted
prices of sailing in Puget Sound: fresh breezes, dead air, and reverse currents that tightened the pack, ex
for Nor 6 wevkotkept 2 commanding lead.
