Before we start the fall cruises in September, I want to give a report on our season thus 
far.  

During the spring season, the Wake-Up Cruise in April took 22 boats to two destinations on 
Hood Canal. This was followed by the Magical May Moorings Cruise up the east side of 
Puget Sound to Anacortes for their Waterfront Festival with 26 boats going to four desti-
nations.  

The summer season kicked off with the Spring Into Summer ð Go Green June Cruise to the 
South Sound with 17 boats stopping at six destinations. Then the July Junket Short Cruise  
hosted 12 boats at two destinations in Mid Sound. The summer season ended with the July

The July long 
cruise featured two morning yoga stretching sessions with emphasis on what you can do to stay limber and 
in shape while boating. It is very impressive to see the innovative and unique ideas generated by our mem-
bership.  

Despite the high cost of fuel, the PLYC has had a varied and successful cruising season so far. I look forward 
to fall, which will bring yet more cruising enjoyment. The September Commodoreõs Cruise will be going 
north as far as Nanaimo, the October Cruise is planning on visiting Rosario and Bellingham, and the Decem-
ber Holiday Cruise  always goes to Bell Harbor.

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Etchells Match Racing

Last October at a meeting at outgoing Fleet Captain Dave Harris's house we decided, at Dave's suggestion, 
to try match racing this year.  

On July 10, with six boats eager to give it a go, and with the helpful input of Ernie Landes and Jack Armes 
who worked as Race Committee, we organized a 5-race round-robin. Boats randomly drew for colors and 
flew the assigned color streamer from the backstay. The course was to be windward -leeward, twice around 
-- you know, just like the Americaõs Cup! Color spreadsheets appeared showing what color raced what in 
each race, showed the 3-pairings for each race and even which  side of the start box each boat would have 
for each race.  

Blue skies and an 8-12 knot northerly greeted the fleet, with just enough shifting and pressure changes to 
keep all hands on their toes. The starts were not generally of Cup caliber, but we were all at the bottom of 
the match race learning curve.  

In Race One, Keta won over Ramblin Rose, Bananas beat Lightening , and Rush beat Libertarian . Between 
Races One and Two, Libertarian elected to assist NOAA by doing some bathymetric research along the Tala 
shore adjacent to  the starting line.  They discovered an unknown (to them) bottom feature that will be 
named "Libertarian Reef " on all future chart updates. Their investigation was so complete as to render the 
yacht immobile (commonly referred to as hard aground) and their research precluded Libertarian and crew 
from participating in the second race.  

Out on the course, Race Two saw Keta ahead of Lightening, Rush ahead of Ramblin Rose, and Bananas fin-
ishing without resorting to research (today) as Bananas Reef, lying a half mile to the southeast of Libertar-
ian Reef, is already known world -wide.  

Race Three looked to be interesting as Keta and Bananas mixed things up in the starting, but then inexpli-
cably started at the extreme opposite end of the line. Bananas found wonderful lifting pressure under the 
Tala shore and Keta's "obvious" northerly shift on the other side of the bay elected to evaporate. Bananas 
had a nice lead at the first mark but a blend of strong -mindedness and tunnel vision threw the COVER 
COVER COVER doctrine of match racing overboard. Better things evolved into not-so-better things and lo 
and behold, Keta won the race. Libertarian  and Ramblin Rose had a vigorous battle with the lead switching 
and Libertarian  managed the win. Rush was not polite on the starting line, forcing the windward Lighten-
ing the wrong side of the start buoy, and Rush prevailed in that match.  

All agreed that the match racing was great fun and that the tactical Etchells is a perfect boat for this 
variation of our sport. It could be more fun if skippers who have gotten the most speed from their boats 
spend time sailing on the other boats to help them develop better tuning and  sail trim in order to make the 
whole fleet more equal in terms of speed potential.  

Many thanks to Jack Armes and Ernie Landes for their contribution to the planning and Race Committee 
work which made this first  racing effort go so smoothly! We planned the concluding two races of the round -
robin and any sail-off race to resolve ties. For future races, a win will be worth two points and second 
place worth one point.  

Scoring today: Keta, 3 points; Rush, 3 points; Bananas, 2½ points; Libertarian , 2 points; Lightening , 1½ 
points; Ramblin Rose, 1½ points.   

July 17, a gray, drizzly, and nearly windless day greeted the early morning bottom sweepers. Whisps of a 
northerly came by the 1130 sailorsõ meeting and we decided that 1230 might see a start. The northerly 
slowly filled, over the express objections of a spotty Tala southerly, and by 1245 we had a sailing breeze 
with the look of more to come. Our superb Race Committee of Ernie Landes and Gary Bellargeon are to be 
commended for their patience which provided us good racing.  

With two races and double points on tap, and three pairs in each race, we looked forward to six match 
races in the building breeze. As your scribe has been focused closely on the early morning televised Tour 
de France these past two weeks, and today bore the additional burden of dealing with the Rush/Keta 
match, details of the other races are a bit less than crisp. My apologies.  
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First away were Bananas and Ramblin Rose. The veteran Harris and the Lovely Ladies carried the day . Lib-
ertarian  got the upper hand on Lightening  for a win. The Rush/Keta start saw some tight circling like two 
boxers in a ring, but no punches were actually landed. Both boats liked the left end of the line and Rush 
decided that avoiding a mistake was safer than striving for brilliance and started on a port tack with a full 
head of steam, just ducking astern of the starboard tack Keta on the line. The two exchanged close cross-
ings and close covering up the first windward leg where Keta was a boatlength and a half ahead at the 
windward mark. Bearaway set, pole to starboard was the textbook call at the mark, and Keta did so, but 
with Lightening  abeam to port, preventing Keta from immediately gybing. Rush saw this development and 
did an impromptu gybe set onto port tack at the mark, reasonably effective if not particularly pretty, 
found good pressure, and that separation gave her the lead, which she was able to hang onto for the rest 
of the race.  

By the second set of starts and the fifth and final race, the day had become brilliantly blue and the breeze 
mostly showed good promise: all three crew on the rail sort of stuff . . . for the most part. Rose and Light-
ening started as the first pair and Rose was quite short of the line on the start, giving Lightening  a decent 
lead. Rose decided to split with her opposition but found a lot more opposition in the way of fickle, light 
air close to the Tala shore. By the time she came unstuck, Lightening  had waltzed away for the win. Ba-
nanas and Rush held different views as to the favored end of the start line. Bananasõ skipper, Dave Harris is 
the Wizard of Tala but Mistress Tala was not very social this day, and Dave found none of her usual favors 
available. The northerly shore sang a siren song to Rush so she responded and benefited from that choice 
for a win.  

It is amazing how much goes into winning a race. You must know your sails and their trim, with sail adjust-
ment lines marked for reference, the bottom must be totally free of growth, the crew has to be practiced 
together, the boat should be near the favored end of the start line at speed with clear air and options open 
at the gun. The skipper must keep the boat right on the constantly varying edge of the wind, and often 
most importantly, eyes have to be out of the boat to see, sense, be aware of what the wind is doing or is 
likely to do. And if you cannot always be brilliant, focus on avoiding mistakes. As I used to tell kids when I 
spent summers teaching junior sailing, at the start put 80 percent of your effort into getting a good start 
and save 20 percent for avoiding a bad start. But I digress . . .  

In the final pairing, Keta won what looked like a close, exciting race over Libertarian , and close, exciting 
racing is the very reason we are all out on the water! All, I think, thoroughly enjoyed our foray into the 
match racing arena, and many thanks to Dave Harris who suggested this idea last October. Three cheers for 
Dave!  

Final scoring (double points today): Rush, 7 points; Keta, 6 points; Bananas, 5 points; Libertarian , 5 points; 
Lightening , 4½ points; Ramblin Rose, 3½ points.

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Securit é:  Basic Boating Skills for Women

Whether youõre new to boating, or a seasoned sailor, there are always skills we need to learn or improve. 
One of the best ways to do this is to share our knowledge and experience while getting to know other 
women with an interest in boating.  

Basic Boating Skills for Women  classes begin in November and include the new, the old, and the different. 
The series follows the same format as past years with some new twists, and is geared to address generic 
issues which relate to both sail and power boats. These classes present an excellent opportunity for sharing 
experiences and for learning in a supportive environment. As experienced boaters know, there is always 
something new to learn.

Series I will introduce the use of paper charts for navigating from one point to another, as well as the use 
of electronic navigation tools. The classes will also include chart reading, recognizing and using the buoy 
system here and in Canada, and learning to pre -plot courses and set waypoints.   

Series II:   Communications and Safety:  January 6, 13, 20, 27    

Series II will cover radio communications, emergencies on -board including fire, water, and medical, and 
boating etiquette/rules of the road, weather, and safety gear.   

Series III:  Operation of Your Vessel:  February 24, March 3, 10, 17    

Series III will cover handling your vessel, engine care, electronics, understanding your vessel under power, 
preparing to leave and return to the dock, securing your vessel, and more. On -the-dock experience will be 
included, weather permitting.  

Series IV: Sailing ð Wind and Sail Power:   April 14, 21, 28  

Series IV is specifically for those who sail, or want to learn more about sailing. We will discuss wind direc-
tion, strength and sail adjustment, sail shapes, trim and sail care as well as handling a sailboat under 
power.
