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PLYC Wreck Room Opens January 8!

After many years of exploring the possibility of a PLYC facility to be located near the marina, the club has
leased the Wreck Room facility in the Harbormaster building. The lease will allow PLYC to run a year -long
pilot program to determine the benefits of a land facility to members.

PLYC Memberat-Large Mary Ann Callahan is responsible for implementing programs for the Wreck Room
and formulating policies for its use. Vice Commodore Mike Platt or his designee will be responsible for
oversight, scheduling, and activities.

The Wreck Room is intended for PLYC members, their guests and members of reciprocal yacht clubs. Oper-
ating hours are being determined, and will be published in the Jib Sheet and posted on the PLYC Web site.
PLYC has applied for a nonprofit private club license to serve liquor on the premises.

Many of you have asked questions, and wedve answered
so some questions will remain unanswered until we gain more experience.

Why has it taken so long to open the Wreck Room?
Member at-Large Mary Ann Callahan explains why in her column in this edition.

When will the Wreck Room open? What are the operating hours?

The club will open officially on Friday, January 8 on a limited basis. The winter hours will be Fridays 5pm &
8pm; Saturdays NoortBpm. On Saturdays, the bar will be open from Noon &pm and will reopen from 5pm &
8pm. Until we receive our liquor license, the bar will be open on a limited basis selling non -alcoholic bev-
erages except for special events for which we will obtain a banquet permit. Hours for spring, summer and
fall will be published in the March Jib Sheet.

To staff the facility for these hours, we will need the help of many volunteers. Please fill out and return
the Volunteer Survey sheet emailed to you earlier this month. We need your help.

Who is eligible to use the facility? Is it open to the public? May | bring guests?

Use of the Wreck Room is for PLYC members, their guests, and members of reciprocal yacht clubs, persons
who are in good standing of other yacht clubs licensed as private fraternal clubs. All guests must be accom-
panied by a PLYC member while in the Wreck Room. PLYC members, their guests, and reciprocal yacht club
members using the Wreck Room must present their membership card, and sign in upon entering.

Where is the entry to the building?

We will be using the handicapped entrance at the side door of the Wreck Room building as the main en-
trance. This is to enhance security by having only one open entrance. During special events, the door at
the parking lot entrance will be open.

May | bring my grandchildren?
Because the club will be serving liquor, no one under the age of 21 will be allowed in the Wreck Room or
on the terrace. The Washington State Liquor Board is very strict regarding this requirement.

May | bring my pet?
Pets are not permitted in the Wreck Room or on the terrace.

How much will drinks cost?

There will be two levels of pricing for alcoholic beverages. The cost of bar wine, beer, and mixed drinks
will be $3; call drinks will be $4. Non -alcoholic drinks will be $1. Beverage purchases will be by cash or
personal check only. In the future, we hope to be able to offer payment by credit card.

Can | get food at the Wreck Room?

Yes. The Resort at Port Ludlow has created a special menu for our club. Members who would like food may
order by phone and the Inn will deliver. Menus are available in the club. Payment will be made directly to
the server who delivers the food.

What kind of special social events are planned?
Jerri Reid volunteered to organize special events in addition to the usual days that the club is open. The

first event will be on Thursday, January 21. Details will be sent via email, will be posted on the PLYC Web

Will the Club have a book and video library available to members?
Yes. The implementation team plans to have books, a video library, and games of all types available. If you
have DVDs, books, or games you would like to donate, please contact Mary Ann Callahan.

How do | schedule meetings at the Wreck Room?
Contact Vice Commodore Mike Platt, who is responsible for scheduling.

Will we be renting to other yacht clubs?
The Wreck Room may be rented by PLYC members for private functions, or by reciprocal yacht clubs
through the Vice Commodore or designee. A private party contract will be completed for all rentals.

Are we going to extend invitations to yacht clubs that hosted us in the past?
Absolutely.

Will it ever be possible for members to use the facility any time with a pass card lock system?
At this point the answer is no for reasons related to security, maintenance, heating, and electricity re-
quirements.

Our involvement in this project is coordinated by the Facility Pilot
Project. When the opportunity arose to rent the Wreck Room, the 2009 Board of Direc-
tors faced a seemingly insurmountable number of questions with few answers. The Fa-
cility Pilot Project was created as a way to find answers, assess whether we can manage
our own facility, and whether the membership will support it. The Facility Pilot Project
gives the Vice Commodore responsibility to administer the project and report back to
the membership for their decision at the end of one year. Expect a report next Novem-
ber including all expenses incurred, types of activities we held, as well as membership,
guest, and reciprocal yacht club usage. The report will provide an evaluation and rec-
ommendation by the Board of Directors concerning the future of our facility.
