The barge, Alaska Villager, which arrived on Wednesday eve-
ning, February 17, is owned by Action Barge Company. She is 165 feet long and weighs approximately 300
tons. Her normal cargo is building materials and machinery, some of which she now has onboard. Action
Barge operates out of Alaska and Seattle. They dropped the barge at Port Ludlow while the tug is hauled
for re-pitching of her props, and other general maintenance.

Alaska Villager will be “gracing” our marina until April 1 when she departs for Seattle. If you’re at the ma-
rina on April 1, it might be interesting to watch the action as she leaves.

Basic Boating Skills for Women Classes Begin in March

After a three-month break, we will begin the final two Series for this year’s Basic Boating Skills for Women
classes in March and April at the Port Ludlow Fire and Rescue Station. All classes are from 1 p.m. to 4 p.m.
As we announced earlier in the year, we will not be offering these classes next year, so if you want all the
sessions in each of these Series, plan now to attend this spring.

The Third Series will cover Sailing 8 Moving with the Wind - and has been scheduled differently. There will
be three sessions offered in the classroom followed by sailing on a small vessel with an instructor. The in-
class sessions will all be held in one week with the first on Monday, March 15, the second Wednesday,
March 17 and the third Friday, March 19. The on-the-water class will be held at a future pre-arranged time.
We want to wait until the weather is more predictable and warmer. We are ordering Quick Books on Sailing
for your purchase. They will be very helpful with the class. Your class fees will cover the other handouts
we will provide.

Series Four - Operating Your Vessel under Power - will follow the Sailing Series with sessions beginning on
Tuesday March 23. The focus of this Series will be on propulsion, driving your vessel, anchoring, leaving and
returning to a dock and other aspects of vessel operation. We will talk about seamanship, the use of check
lists, preparation for boating, line handling and relevant knots. There will be four in-class sessions and a
fifth on board a power boat or a sailboat for some hands on experience.

We will meet on Tuesday, March 23, Friday, March 26, Tuesday, March 30, Friday, April 2, and Tuesday,
April 6. There will be Quick Books on Anchoring and Handling Your Vessel under Power available for pur-
chase similar to those provided in the last two Series, in addition to other materials that we will provide as
part of your class fee. After our final class we will have a Wrap Party, the place yet to be determined.
