Etchells One Design and Handicap Boat Racing :  

The Sailors Preview Meeting on March 19 was well attended, and included Dan 
Newland and Satch Yarbrough from the Port Townsend Sailing Association (PTSA). The 
meeting date was a bit too early to catch all the snowbirds, so key helpers Roy Kraft, 
committee boat coordinator, and Ron Campo, Etchells fleet captain, were unable to 
be there. Due to her work schedule, Sym Sebastian, who is our liaison with other 

clubs, and was planning a presentation, was unable to attend.  

However, the lively meeting was highlighted by presentations from Jim Milner on the 
Evening Sails Program, Dan Darrow on the racing rules, and Satch Yarbrough on activi-
ties with PTSA. 2010 should be an interesting season, with three boats added to the 

handicap fleet: Jack Armesõs Schock 35, Frank Lawsonõs J 105, and Dan Newlandõs ultralight 37 footer. 

The Etchells Fleet is already into practice and tune up races, with the first spring series race on April 22. 

The first race on the Handicap sailboat schedule is the Ice Breaker on April 17 . 

Before the races begin, skippers should be aware of the required paperwork submittals. All skippers must 
submit a registration form, which includes confirmation of adequate racing insurance. The form is on the 
PLYC Web site. All nonðPLYC skippers must pay the $150 race fee for the season to PLYC. One payment cov-
ers all Etchells races, handicap races and regattas. Boats that have not previously raced in the PLYC Handi-
cap Fleet must apply for a provisional rating. The form is on the PLYC Web site at Handicap Racing (Rating 

Questionnaire).  

Ron Campo will collect forms and fees from the Etchells fleet, and I will collect from the Handicap fleet. 
Please remind nonðPLYC skippers and your nonðPLYC crew to stay updated via the Web site at 

www.plyc.us .  

PLYC Trophies and Awards :  

Each year, the sailing awards trophies are presented at the Sailorsõ Awards Luncheon in late fall. 

There are several other trophies listed in the PLYC Directory that are only awarded if nominations are re-
ceived. Most are relatively informal, and are awarded by the fleet or sail captain as appropriate. The Dis-
tinguished Service and Meritorious Achievement Awards, however, are normally presented at Change of 

Watch, and written nominations must be received by the Board prior to November 1 to be considered.

Tuesday, June 8 to Tuesday, June 15 

At our age we believe one should have a new adventure each year. Thus we are not going to tell you in ad-
vance precisely where we are going on this òMystery Cruise." We will tell you, however, where we are not 
going. We will not go north of a line extending between 47ě58'16"N, 122ě40'59"W and 47ě52'48"N, 
122ě20'00"W or south of a line extending between 47ě17'00"N, 122ě32'54"W and 47ě16'33"N, 122ě32'00"W. 
The longest leg of the itinerary is 28nm and we do not intend to duplicate the destinations of the other 
cruises. We will be at the dock every night and there will be power and water available. There will be a 
pizza party, a BBQ ribs night, a group dinner at a fine restaurant, and some fun and educational activities 

along the way.     

We intend this cruise to be an ongoing training exercise and fun learning experience. Each morning we will 
provide you with the latitude and longitude of and the distance to that day's destination.

You should consult tide and 
current tables for any relevant information pertaining to that day's passage. If the June Mystery cruisers 

really get into this adventure, we could even do some dead reckoning.   

The cruise packets, which will be provided before the cruise, contain information on planned events, appe-

tizer assignments, and other informative details for each destination.    

Rest assured we will provide the basic information youõll need to make a safe passage to each dayõs desti-
nation. Even though itõs a mystery cruise, weõre not going into any scary places! Weõre trying to create a 

different, unusual cruise, and hope it will be an enjoyable and educational adventure.
