HANDICAP RACING: 

The Jack õn Jill race was held on Sunday-Monday June 27 and 28, from Port Ludlow to 
Port Townsend. Due to adverse currents and light wind predictions, the race was split 
into two parts. The first from the Etchells line to the N2 mark near Kinney Point, and the 
second from inside Port Townsend bay to Point Hudson, after motoring through the Port 
Townsend canal. Unfortunately, Hychka and Reality  had to use their motors before going 
through the canal, and this resulted in Sail La Vie being the winner. The racers and some 
visitors enjoyed dinner at El Sarape, and the racers made a leisurely trip back to Port 

Ludlow on Monday. 

Five boats, including an Etchells, competed in the Single Handed race on July 17. The start and finish were 
at the Etchells line off Burner Point, and the course to òBird Cageó in Hood Canal. The first three places 

were Sail La Vie (Jerry Wentworth), Ramblinõ Rose (Pat Cavallero) and john B (Frank Lawson). 

The Port Townsend Sailing Association invited us to enter their Port -to-Port races on August 14 and 15. 
Considering the need to take a boat to Port Townsend on Friday, race back on Saturday, race to Port Town-
send on Sunday and return the boat to Port Ludlow, it was surprising that two PLYC boats competed. Read 
the details of this race in Frank Lawsonõs article in this issue.

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Port -to -Port Sailing Races

We had two hot, sunny summer days for the Port to Port races. Pat Cavallero, Dave Harris, Gary Dotson and 

Ron Campo sailed aboard with me and we had a busy, fun time of it.  

Saturday we started first, popped the chute and led the chasers across Townsend Bay with 10 knots on the 
beam. We had a nice lead at Marrowstone Point but as we continued east into better breeze, ALL the local 
boats took a hard right at the point and headed south close to the Marrowstone shore. The local passing 
lane, of which we strangers  had no knowledge, was a mighty back eddy along the shore.  We were out, 
stemming the ebb in the breakdown lane. But our good speed held as we closed the shore and 45 minutes 
later there was a parking -fest in a hole halfway down the Marrowstone shore. The tail enders saw this and 

went out into the weakening ebb but much better breeze for a good gain.  

The rest of us finally got into the act and followed with the breeze quite far aft. After the first dozen gen-
naker gybes, with only a partial wrap on the first gybe, we were gaining nicely on those ahead and astern. 

A 24-foot trimaran being singlehanded led the way far, far ahead, but was a most helpful wind indicator.  

As the afternoon breeze came on, our speed climbed so that we were practically pacing the two Navy sub-
marine guard ships slowly establishing a leeward overlap (and the right of way) from astern. As the trailing 

ship drew almost abeam a third of a mile away we gybed and passed 80 yards astern of her. Phew!  

A lot of debate as to inside or outside Colvos Rocks but the tri solved the puzzle for us and we stayed out. 
Then time for US to  enjoy some local knowledge while the tri took her ease in Jack Ames' personal parking 
lot mid -bay and we gybed a few times close along Mistress Tala's delightful waterfront, finishing 20 seconds 
astern of the tri for 2nd place but were about 5th corrected. We had a fine party put on by the PTSA on 

the Ludlow waterfront after the race. Many thanks!  

On Sunday, Jim Brannaman kindly got Flying J underway early and the breeze woke up too. We had 7 knots 
for the 0930 start and a beat with a favorable young ebb back to Port Townsend. The breeze slowly and 
continually filled and we had the usual differences of faith (this being Sunday) as some went east and some 
north. Aboard john B we had the wonderful opportunity to do some meaningful tuning in about 11 knots of 
steady air with the tri keeping pace 200 feet to leeward of our bow. Suffice it to say we learned a thing or 

two and those 15 minutes made the weekend for us!  

Gaining Marrowstone Point a good bit astern of the tri, we continued north with a max ebb, not wanting to 
try the lighter air under the north Marrowstone bluffs. But the ebb swept us a good deal further north 
across Townsend Bay than we anticipated and we overstood the finish by, I would guess, about 10 minutes 
of sailing time. The tri nipped us at the finish by about a minute or so, just as she had the day before. We 

corrected 3rd in fleet for the two -day event and all in all enjoyed the sailing tremendously!
